     During Advent, we wait in joyful hope.  
We wait for the coming Christmas.  We 
look forward to our annual celebration of 
the birth of Christ.  But Advent is not so 
much about waiting for an event or 
waiting for something to happen.  Rather, 
it is a time in which we await a person, 
our Savior, Jesus Christ.  Such 
anticipation shapes the way we wait.  
Both the first reading and the Gospel 
present us with a contrast between lives 
lived in fidelity to God’s covenant and 
lives that have strayed from that  
covenant.    

    Fidelity breeds confidence and hope.  
Straying from the covenant breeds 
anxiety and despair.  May the coming of 
Christ dispel our fear so that we may live 
in a spirit of joyful hope.

WHAT DOES THE ADVENT WREATH SYMBOLIZE? 
 

   The use of the Advent Wreath with four candles has been an Advent ritual for hundreds of 
years.  The Advent wreath is a symbol of the four-week wait for Jesus’ birth.  The green 
branches remind us of the new life we have in Jesus, the circle represents the eternity of God’s 
love for us (with no beginning and no end), and the candles represent the light and hope Jesus 
brings into a dark world.  Set up an Advent wreath in the center of your dinner table and a  
candle for each week of the Advent season.
